Through grassroots
events, trainings and campaign building the outreach worker will work to increase the number of victims of
human trafficking identified in Los Angeles County.

Duties and Responsibilities:
Networking:
o Reach at least 3 Chinese-speaking community groups per week in Los Angeles County, including but
not limited to faith groups
o Reach out to Chinese businesses regarding human trafficking
o Document efforts to build a coalition of groups and individuals who will be able to support the effort to
end human trafficking or offer services to survivors.
o Attend Los Angeles Unity Coalition Meetings
Training:
o Deliver at least one outreach training per month in the Chinese Community
o Develop and/or translate appropriate tools to assist Chinese speakers in identifying and reporting
situations of human trafficking.
o Offer training to Mandarin speaking social service agencies in how to identify victims of trafficking.
Grass Roots Events:
o Mobilize volunteers for at least one grassroots awareness event per quarter with the aim to identify
victims of human trafficking.

Specific Qualifications:

o Fluency in Mandarin required, with preference towards additional fluency in Cantonese and Taiwanese
(Speaking and writing skills are essential. Do NOT apply if you do not have Mandarin language skills).
Understanding of human trafficking.
